T3 MISSION:

Teens To Trails is dedicated to increasing the number of high school communities offering Outing Club programs & making safe outdoor experiences available to teens throughout Maine.  Established in 2008, our Grants-to-Clubs Program exists to help start new high school Outing Clubs and assist established Clubs in strengthening their programs & improving their sustainability.

We are pleased to be able to continue our grantmaking program through the generosity of L.L.Bean, a grant from The Old Bug Light Charitable Foundation, and other supporters.  Grants may take the form of direct financial assistance and/or outdoor gear from L.L.Bean.  Grants do not usually exceed $500. Each school year, we have been able to help about 10 high school Outing Club programs.
ELIGIBILITY:

Grants are available for:

· public or private high schools with…

· new or existing Outing Clubs

Limitations:

· We do not fund environmental education or curriculum-based programs, or non-school recreational clubs such as Boy/Girl Scout troops or Community Centers.

· We are not able to fund middle school programs at this time.

FUNDING PRIORITIES:

All Outing Clubs, new or established, are encouraged to apply.  Programs that are involved in year-round outdoor activities and open to ALL students will be given priority.  We like to see student involvement in program planning as well as evidence that thought has been given to improving Club sustainability over time.

Some examples of Outing Club expenses that we will support are:

· new gear or equipment rentals 

· transportation for outings

· safety and skills training   

· fees for hiring Maine Registered Guides

· recreational / public use fees

· other costs that will help make Outing Club activities available to ALL students, especially those with financial need.

Applications must be received by December 1st.  They can be emailed as attachments or mailed using the addresses below.  Upon receipt, we may contact you personally if we have questions about your project.  Please make sure we know how to reach you.  Applicants will receive notification mid January.
EXPECTATIONS of GRANT RECIPIENTS:

Outing Clubs are expected to use grant money this school year. Grant recipients should contact T3 if problems arise or funds will not be spent as planned. Within one year of receiving a grant, Outing Clubs are expected to submit a one-page Follow-Up Report briefly describing how funds were used & the benefits received from the grant, as well as problems encountered along the way.  In addition, T3 is requesting at least one short teen-member testimonial in support of Outing Clubs.  This teen testimonial can use words, photos and/or videos of teens engaged in outdoor activities.  Teens To Trails will use these testimonials to encourage more teens to get outdoors and gather support for Outing Clubs in communities throughout Maine.
